My question is with regard to the situation at the Car Park at
Headstone Manor Park, located at the northern end of Pinner
View, adjacent to the Moat Café.

This carpark is being used for ongoing parking of vehicles, cars
and vans, which are not connected to any park or headstone
manor museum users at all. It would appear that they are
awaiting scrappage and they take the majority, and at some
times all, the parking spaces.

Park users have complained to me that they are unable to find
car parking spaces. This impacts on their ability to enjoy the
facilities of the park, and of course also negatively affects sports
users, museum visitors and those attending events at the barn.
This situation has been going on for at least 10 weeks, and
regularly involves in excess of fifty vehicles, plus regular visits
by car transporters delivering and retrieving vehicles.

Could the portfolio holder advise what actions are urgently being
taken to stop this nuisance which is affecting a large number of
park and headstone manor museum users?
