	Clitheroe Avenue, Rayners Lane.  (S)
	Residents are concerned that inconsiderate parking by motorists that use the road as ‘free’ parking for Rayners Lane Station has increased over the years to unacceptable levels and has caused severe congestion in Clitheroe Avenue.  This parking has impeded the safe access and egress to drive ways, creating a risk of accidents due to lack of visibility caused by vehicles parking close to or partially blocking driveways.

Families with children living on the Avenue are concerned about the risk this poses to their children crossing the road. Families with small children are often unable to park near their home to alight safely from their vehicle.

Residents have also been unable to receive deliveries of goods and services to their

homes.
The council has received a petition from residents requesting the introduction of a CPZ.

	Gordon Road, Havelock Road, Gordon Road, Havelock Road, Wellington Road, Cecil Road, Wolseley Road. (M)
	Residents are concerned that visitors to the town are taking up the limited on-street parking spaces and that the existing CPZ times of operation are not addressing the problems the residents experience when trying to park in the evenings.  

The Council has received a petition from residents urgently requesting a review of the CPZ.

	Eaton Close and Hall Farm Close (S)
	Non-resident commuter parking impeding access and egress to drive ways is causing inconvenience to residents of these roads.
The Council has received a petition from residents requesting the introduction of a controlled parking zone.

	Vaughan Road – West Harrow Area (M)
	Commuter parking restricts access for residents.  The council has received a petition requesting a review of parking arrangements with a strong desire to implement a controlled parking zone in order to reduce non-resident vehicle parking and congestion

	Grimsdyke Road, Hallam Gardens, Hillview Road area, Hatch End (M)
	Residents report that severe congestion in this area is causing lots of stress for the residents also any emergency vehicles will not be able to gain access if called upon.

The problem with non-resident parking is also very severe in the evenings and weekends because of the many restaurants in the area.  
The Council has received a petition from residents requesting the introduction of a CPZ.

	Residents are concerned that non-resident parking by commuters and car repair customers are causing access and congestion problems.
The Council has received a petition requesting appropriate action to relieve the problems.

	Residents are concerned that the number of non-resident cars left on street for weeks at a time has increased. These vehicles are causing problems for waste collection and street cleaning and access to premises.

The Council has received a petition from residents requesting the introduction of a CPZ.

	Walton Drive, including Ranmoor Gardens and Ranmoor Close,  Marlborough.(S)
	Residents are concerned about the inconsiderate parking mainly by commuters and the number of vehicles that use the road as a cut through. This situation is causing access problems for emergency service and council vehicles.  Residents are also concerned that with all the new development at the former Kodak site it will only get worse.

The Council has received a petition from residents requesting the introduction of a CPZ.  Ranmoor Gardens and Ranmoor Close will be asked whether they want to be included  within the zone as they are currently not in a zone and may be affected by displaced parking.
