Council Procedure Rules (Rule 14.6)

14.6 Motions Relating to a Matter Delegated to the Executive or a Committee

14.6.1 If the Mayor, in consultation with the Monitoring Officer, considers that any motion made under this Rule refers to matters within the powers of the Executive or a Committee of the Council, then it shall be indicated on the Council summons, supported by reasons, that the motion shall stand referred to the next meeting of the Executive or to a Committee.  Any Member may move that any such referral should not apply to a motion, and if seconded, that motion shall be put to the vote without any discussion, provided that after disposal of any motions relating to business reserved to the Council the Leader of the Opposition may move one motion at a meeting of Council (excluding the Annual Meeting) relating to a matter within the powers of the Executive which shall not stand automatically referred to the next meeting of the Executive but shall be dealt with as if paragraph 14.7.1 below applied, such motion having been identified to the Director of Legal and Governance Services at the time of the deadline for submission of motions.

Committee Procedure Rules (Rule 46)

Call-in

46.1
Call-in is the process whereby a decision of the Executive, Portfolio Holder or Officer (where the latter is taking a Key Decision) taken but not implemented, may be examined by the Overview and Scrutiny Committee prior to implementation.  They may recommend that the Executive reconsider the decision.  For the avoidance of doubt a decision may only be subject to the call-in procedure once.

The process for call-in
46.2.1
Six Members of the Council comprising Members from at least two political groups can call in a decision of the Executive, which has been taken but not implemented. In relation to Executive decisions on education matters only the number of Members required to call in a decision which has been made but not implemented shall be six Councillors being representatives from either two political groups or, in the alternative, six persons comprising representatives of the voting co-opted members and at least one political group on Overview and Scrutiny Committee.  Only decisions relating to Executive functions, whether delegated or not, may be called in.
